2. The floor was open to comments from the bill sponsor –Councilmember Ramos
3. The floor was opened to Agency Reports
a. Law dept – noted missing info from planning in the finding of facts.
b. Planning Commission– reviewed their amendments – and addressed the point of concern from the Law Dept
c. The finding of facts – was submitted by the development team.
4. Floor open to Public Testimony
a. Several members of the public spoke both in favor of and opposed to the bill
b. One member of the public was an attorney representing a resident opposed to the bill who requested to Cross-examine a member of the development team who testified – Murphy (Yu Attorney) V. Schmit (developer)
i. Chair Middleton allowed this based on the recommendation of the Law Dept.
5. Comments from Sponsor -Ramos
6. The floor opened to motion on amendments.
a. Moved by Stokes and seconded by Ramos the amendments passed Favorably 7-0
7. The floor was opened to motion on the bill.
a. Moved by Stokes and seconded by Ramos the bill passed favorably as amended 7-0.
8. The hearing was adjourned
