3 FOR the purpose of congratulating the Super Bowl bound Baltimore Ravens on their successes in
4 both the regular season and the playoffs, wishing them the best of luck from all of Baltimore
5 in their quest to bring a 2  world championship back to our city, and expressing the people ofnd

6 Baltimore’s continued appreciation for how the Ravens have built football back into a
7 cornerstone of Baltimore pride; and providing for a special effective date.

8 Recitals

9 Since their arrival in Baltimore before the 1996 NFL season, the Ravens have been a
10 tremendous source of pride for our city.  Baltimore has made it clear how much it loves its team
11 from day 1, and the Ravens have rewarded that love with consistent excellence on the field.

12 The superb performance of the 2012-2013 Ravens, culminating in the club’s 2  trip to thend

13 Super Bowl, continues this tradition of excellence.  Baltimore has reached the playoffs in 9 of the
14 last 13 seasons, and is the only team to have earned a post-season berth in each of the last 5
15 years.  And once they reach the playoffs, the Ravens always make their presence felt, winning at
16 least one victory in each of the last 5 post-season tournaments.

17 This year’s path to the playoffs included enough twists and turns to keep even the most casual
18 fans on the edges of their seats.  Then, after overcoming adversity and all the obstacles along the
19 way, the Ravens entered the post-season and embarked on what has already been one of the most
20 exciting runs in NFL history by knocking much hyped rival Indianapolis out in the first round as
21 a treat for home fans, and pulling off upset road wins against future hall of fame quarterbacks in
22 back-to-back weeks to win the team’s 2  AFC Championship. nd

23 The Ravens seem to have been inspired on this amazing journey by the announcement before
24 the playoffs began that the original Raven, Ray Lewis, would be ending his surefire hall of fame
25 career after this season.  Now, the perfect sendoff for our generation’s greatest defensive player is
26 in sight, with a world championship just one more win away.
