Pillar: Building Public Safety

Service Number: 115
FY24 Rec. Budget: $44,606,103

Service Description: This service, in
conjunction with its partnersin law
enforcement, investigates and prosecutes
criminal cases occurring within the City. This
includes the prosecution of tens of thousands
of cases annually in District Court, Juvenile
Court, and Circuit Court, as well as the
processing of tens of thousands of
expungement petitions filed yearly by, or on
behalf of, former defendants.

Major Budget Items

The recommended budget includes $1.2 million for
promotional pay increases for Assistant State’s Attorney
positions that were included in the Fiscal 2023 budget and
fully implemented in Fiscal 2024.

The recommended budget includes $3.0 million in State
funding based on action in the State budget to provide
funding for victims and witness services.

Funding for training and professional development will be
focused on reducing turnover for critical roles in the
agency.
