1. Chairwoman Middleton called the hearing to order and read the bill title and purpose.
2. Councilmember Ramos the bill sponsor gave opening remarks on the bill.
3. Chair Middleton opened the floor to agency reports -
a. The department of Housing and Community Development read the proposed amendments.
4. Chair Middleton opened the floor to Committee questions topics included:
a. The difference between a discontinuance and an abandonment.
i. The planning department defined discontinuance as leaving materials and items in place in a building and no longer operating it for its designed use while an abandonment would mean that the materials and items were taken out and non-conforming features for instance where removed.
b. Rules around lapsed Conditional Uses – specifically how is the lapse of a conditional use documented to begin the 2 year period noted in the zoning code to terminate that conditional use.
c. How can the bill be amended to incorporate Conditional Use – would there need to be another hearing with advertisements or could a floor amendment be used?
i. Law Department indicated that another advertised hearing would need to take place.
5. A vote on the bill was delayed so that the bill could be amended to include Condition Use properties.
6. Chair Middleton opened the floor to public testimony – there was none,
