Background 
During the COVID-19 Pandemic, the Baltimore Convention Center requested, and was awarded, CARES Act funding totaling $1,999,957.06.  These expenses included items that directly addressed the mitigation of diseases such as COVID-19 by improving facility resources addressing air quality, cleaning technology, and communication resources used to inform and protect patrons, clients, and employees. Fiscal Impact 
This supplemental appropriation of $1,499,509.74 is necessary to accommodate The Baltimore Convention Center’s unbudgeted FY21 costs.  CARES Act funding will be used to cover these supplemental expenses resulting in no City operating funds being expended.

Conclusion 
This supplemental appropriation was caused by procurement timing of a project funded by CARES Act monies.  The Center and those who visit it have benefited greatly by the system upgrades and there is no cost to the City.
