Analysis

Current Law
Chapter 32 of the Building, Fire, and Related Codes of Baltimore require that anyone looking to build an encroachment into the public right of way receive permission from either:
· An ordinance from the Mayor and City Council.
· A minor privilege permit issued by or under the authority of the Board of
· Estimates.
· An appropriate permit issued by the Department of Transportation.

Bill Summary
This bill if enacted would grant permission for construction that would extend into the public right of way no more than 3 feet.  The property is located at 229 East Montgomery Street and the encroachment will extend onto Battery Avenue.  According to the PABC report and the Site Plans, this would be a 2nd story addition to the existing building.
