15 SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE, That the
16 Laws of Baltimore City read as follows:

14 EVERY NEW OR RENOVATED ASSEMBLY GROUP A, BUSINESS GROUP B, AND

15 MERCANTILE GROUP M OCCUPANCY, AS THOSE TERMS ARE DEFINED IN THE

16 INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE § 303, § 304, AND § 309 WITH AT LEAST ONE PUBLIC

17 BATHROOM, AND EVERY CITY-OWNED OR -OCCUPIED BUILDING WITH AT LEAST ONE

18 PUBLIC BATHROOM, MUST INCLUDE A DIAPER-CHANGING AMENITY IN ITS PUBLIC

19 BATHROOMS, WHETHER DESIGNATED FOR MEN OR WOMEN OR BOTH, OR IN ANOTHER

20 APPROPRIATE, SANITARY SPACE THAT BOTH MEN AND WOMEN CAN ACCESS.

22 THIS § 1210.4 DOES NOT APPLY TO THE FOLLOWING ASSEMBLY GROUP A, BUSINESS

23 GROUP-B, AND MERCANTILE GROUP M OCCUPANCIES AND CITY-OWNED OR -
24  OCCUPIED BUILDINGS:

25 1. ASSEMBLY GROUP A, BUSINESS GROUP B, AND MERCANTILE GROUP M
26 OCCUPANCIES AND CITY-OWNED OR -OCCUPIED BUILDINGS UNDERGOING

27 RENOVATIONS IF THE RENOVATIONS DO NOT REQUIRE A BUILDING PERMIT;

28 2. ASSEMBLY GROUP A, BUSINESS GROUP B, AND MERCANTILE GROUP M
29 OCCUPANCIES AND CITY-OWNED OR -OCCUPIED BUILDINGS THAT PROHIBIT

30 ENTRANCE TO MINORS; AND

31 3. ASSEMBLY GROUP A, BUSINESS GROUP B, AND MERCANTILE GROUP M
32 OCCUPANCIES FOR WHICH THE BUILDING OFFICIAL DETERMINES THAT THE

33 INSTALLATION OF A DIAPER-CHANGING AMENITY IS NOT FEASIBLE OR WOULD

34 RESULT IN A FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH APPLICABLE BUILDING STANDARDS

35 GOVERNING THE RIGHT OF ACCESS FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES ARE

36 EXEMPT FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS PROVISION.  CITY-OWNED OR -
37 OCCUPIED BUILDINGS WILL NOT BE EXEMPT FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS

38 PROVISION.
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1 1210.4.3.  COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER LAWS.

2 ALL DIAPER-CHANGING AMENITIES MUST COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS

3 BALTIMORE CITY BUILDING, FIRE, AND RELATED CODES ARTICLE AND WITH ANY

4 STATE AND FEDERAL LAWS, INCLUDING THE AMERICANS WITH DISABILITY ACT, THAT

5 DEAL WITH THE INSTALLATION OF DIAPER-CHANGING AMENITIES.
