INTRODUCTION:	

The Department of Real Estate is herein reporting on City Council Bill 20-079 introduced by Council President Scott.

PURPOSE:

For Mayor and City Council of Baltimore to sell, at either public or private sale, all its interest in certain property known as the former bed of a 10-foot alley bounded by Etting Street, a variable width alley, West Lafayette Avenue and West Lanvale Street and no longer needed for public use; and providing for a special effective date.

BRIEF HISTORY:

This Bill if approved, would allow for the sale of the Alley subject to a full width Perpetual Easement for all Municipal Utilities and Services, not to be abandoned, over the entire parcel of land. for redevelopment.

 FISCAL IMPACT:   Positive, the sale will return the property back to the tax rolls.
