Dear President and City Council Members:

The Law Department has reviewed City Council Bill 21-0032 for form and legal sufficiency.  This bill proposes to set the annual salaries of the Director of Public Works.  Under Art. VI, §10(b) of the Baltimore City Charter, the Mayor and City Council may, by ordinance, increase or decrease the salaries of the appointed municipal officers who serve as members of the Board of Estimates. An increase or decrease can occur only once in the officer’s term.  The Director of Public Works is an appointed municipal officer who serves as members of the Board of Estimates.
City Council Bill 21-0032 is consistent with the authority of the City Council under  Article VI, §10(b).  Accordingly, the Law Department approves the bill for form and legal sufficiency.
