Major Issues Discussed

1. [bookmark: Text15] Co-sponsor of the legislation, Councilwoman Odette Ramos, explained the reason for the Bill's introduction.  She mentioned that Affirmative Marketing will occur, and the Inclusionary Housing Board membership has been reduced too nine (9) members.  She also mentioned that several other bills are needed for this current bill to be effective and that other tweets are required, but the end is in sight.  Additionally, it was pointed out that a resident need to be a renter in order to qualify for an inclusionary housing unit.
2. Councilman Cohen feels that there should be clear standards to follow and it should apply to all developers.  Councilman Cohen recommends that instead of providing additional subsidy to a potential developer, the City could offer a parking waiver or density bonus.  The Housing Commissioner would have the authority to grant and approve the various option.
3. Councilman Burnett questioned what does Affirmative Marketing looks like and he would like to see examples from other cities that have an inclusionary housing program in place.
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Vice President Middleton wanted to know how one can draw the line between low-to-moderate income and will there be some wiggle room for adjustment if a citizen or resident is one point over or under that requirement to qualify.
5. Councilwoman Porter wanted to ensure that there is a feasibility gap plan in place prior to the Bill's passage, and that there is sufficient alternative funding in place to sustain the Inclusionary Housing Program once its operational.
6. Councilman Stokes commented that his constituents have been excluded and not included in housing opportunities for low to low-to-moderate income residents.
7. Vice President Middleton wants to make certain that partnerships are created with stakeholders.
8. Councilman Torrence questioned if the AMI can be recalculated?
9. President Mosby wanted to know how many project-based vouchers are available annually?  According to Robert Cenname, the number of availability changes from year-to-year.
