· Comments
· My concern is completing two-terms without a retirement
· We have to make sure that a two-term retirement plan is comparable to the three-year retirement plan
· One member stated, “I would like to see the other options that are available.”
· Per the rep from the City Council President’s Office
· Options will be made available in the future; however, if Question K was to pass, this bill allows for changes needed to be comparable with it and for our officials’ retirement system/plan.
