President and City Council Members:

On November 4, 2022, the Law Department filed a bill report approving City Council Bill 2-0291 for form and legal sufficiency. The bill was intended to amend the Urban Renewal Plan for Market Center to reauthorize the acquisition of properties within the Market Center Urban Renewal Area for an additional four years in compliance with MD Real Property Art., § 12-105.1. A hearing was not held on CB 22-0291 prior to the expiration of the Urban Renewal Plan for Market Center at the end of December 2022. As a result, the Urban Renewal Plan no longer exists for Market Center, and cannot be amended as set forth in CB 22-0291. The current bill must be amended to provide a reauthorization of the Market Center Urban Renewal Plan, or a new bill reauthorizing the URP must be introduced. The Law Department can no longer approve CB 22-0291 for form and legal sufficiency.
