Analysis

Background
City Council Resolution 20-0242R invites representatives from the Maryland Transit Administration (MTA), the Baltimore City Department of Transportation, and the Baltimore City Public School System (BCPSS) to provide information regarding MTA’s response to the pandemic and plans for the upcoming school year.

The Maryland Transit Administration operates local bus service, Metro SubwayLink, Light RailLink and MARC Train service.  MTA provides vital public transportation to BCPSS students.  According to the Maryland Department of Transportation, approximately 27,000 students use MTA services daily.
In March 2020, at the beginning of the COVID-19 pandemic, MTA begin implementing service changes on all vehicle modes to protect ridership.  MTA vehicles are disinfected daily.  Face coverings are currently required for all passengers.  Commuters are encouraged to use common-sense measures to protect from COVID-19.  
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
