INTRODUCTION: Baltimore City Recreation and Parks (BCRP) has reviewed Council Bill 21-0124, the purpose of which is to repeal the many definitions and rules of statutory interpretation and time computation that have been superseded by the enactment of Code-wide, standardized definitions and rules; clarifying certain purposeful variations; and providing for a special effective date.

AGENCY IMPACT: The bill removes and consolidates a number of definitions in Article 7 - Natural Resources, Sections 21-1(k), 31-1(j), 53-1(a), 54-1(k), and 54-2 and instead refers to the Code-wide standard definitions in the General Provisions Article. The change does not affect any operation within Baltimore City Recreation & Parks.
