Analysis
Current Law

Ordinance 04-824

Article 32 – Zoning Code law requires the Mayor and City Council to find as follows when deciding whether to repeal a Planned Unit Development (PUD) 
1. the repeal of the PUD is in the public interest; and 
2. the approved final development plan of the PUD: 
i. has been substantially completed, 
ii. is no longer necessary in light of the property’s underlying zoning,
iii. is no longer consistent with the City’s Master Plan; or 
iv. has been abandoned by the property owner.

Background 

If enacted, Council Bill 24-0573 would repeal the prior Ordinance approved in November 2004, establishing the Residential PUD for L-A Investment Acquisitions, LLC.  This property is in the 11th Council District.

The Department of Planning/Planning Commission has provided extensive information regarding the site and its history in its agency report. See the attached report.
