BACKGROUND 

This bill contains both a conditional use conversion and a single rezoning for the listed property.  The 

findings of the Committee will require that they find facts to support both elements of the bill. 

City Law 

Article 32 – Zoning, Zoning District Map Sheet 63; Baltimore City Revised Code (Edition 2000). 

Under § 5-508(b)(1) of Article 32 – Zoning and the State Land Use Article, the City Council may  

approve a rezoning based on a finding that there was either: 

1. A substantial change in the character of the neighborhood where the property is located 

2. A mistake in the existing zoning classification. 

To approve a conditional use, the City Council must find, based on facts presented at a hearing on the 

bill: 
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1. The establishment, location, construction, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use 

would not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or welfare; 

2. The use would not be precluded by any other law, including an applicable Urban Renewal Plan; 

3. The authorization would not be contrary to the public interest; and 

4. The authorization would be in harmony with the purpose and intent of the Baltimore City 

Zoning Code 

Article 32 – Zoning 5-308 deals with variances for zoning-related projects and requires that the City 

Council must find that the variance is based on an unnecessary hardship or practical difficulty rather 

than an inconvenience. The City Council is required to also make the following findings: 

(1) the conditions on which the application is based are unique to the property for which the 

variance is sought and are not generally applicable to other property within the same zoning 

classification; 

(2) the unnecessary hardship or practical difficulty is caused by this Code and has not been created 

by the intentional action or inaction of any person who has a present interest in the property; 

(3) the purpose of the variance is not based exclusively on a desire to increase the value or income 

potential of the property; 

(4) the variance will not: (i) be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the 

immediate vicinity; or (ii) substantially diminish and impair property values in the 

neighborhood; 

(5) the variance is in harmony with the purpose and intent of this Code; 

(6) the variance is not precluded by and will not adversely affect: (i) any Urban Renewal Plan; (ii) 

the City’s Comprehensive Master Plan; or (iii) any Historical and Architectural Preservation 

District; and 

(7) the variance will not otherwise: (i) be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or 

welfare; or (ii) be in any way contrary to the public interest. 

 

Background of the Bill 

This bill, if enacted, would rezone 6101 Bowleys Lane, currently in use as the Eastern Citizen Dropoff 

Center operated by the Department of Public Works (DPW), from OIC (Office, Industrial Campus) to 

IMU-2 (Industrial Mixed Use).  It would also grant a conditional use to allow the Dropoff to expand 

and include a composting facility on the premises.   

According to the report from the Planning Commission, the Eastern Dropoff complex is 82 acres 

located in the Pulaski Industrial Area.  Planning staff find that the change in the zoning status would 

better support the City’s master plan and the City’s goals for waste diversion and sustainability.  

Planning in its report notes that the change in zoning would correct the current OIC status, which, 

while it does have some industrial uses, leans toward more office use and would bring this property 

into closer alignment with other industrial uses near the facility. 
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FISCAL NOTE 

In reports received by the Committee, no agency noted any foreseen impact on their operations or 

budget as a result of this legislation.  As noted by the Department of Transportation, the bill would 

result in better service delivery to residents in the City and help the City to meet its sustainability 

goals.

LEGISLATION:  City Council Bill #25-0139/ Zoning – Rezoning – Conditional Use 

Conversion to a Commercial Composting Facility 6101 Bowleys Lane: 

For the purpose of changing the zoning for the property known as 6101 Bowleys Lane (Block 

6195, Lot 008), as outlined in red on the accompanying plat from the OIC Zoning District to the 

IMU-2 Zoning District; permitting, subject to certain conditions, the establishment, maintenance, 

and operation of a commercial composting facility on the same property; and providing for a 

special effective date. 

 

SUMMARY OF REQUEST:  The proposed ordinance combines both rezoning and conditional 

use approval into a single bill, allowing both processes to advance concurrently.  The site is 

already designated 'Mixed Use: Predominantly Industrial' in the General Land Use Plan, so 

shifting the zoning to IMU-2 aligns the map with the plan.  It’s also worth noting that IMU-2 

offers more long-term flexibility for public uses than OIC, which is really tailored to private 

office campuses.  The Department of Planning recommended that the rezoning and conditional 

use be packaged in one bill so the review process is cleaner, and both actions can move forward 

on the same timeline.   

 

The $1 million EPA grant DPW was awarded for construction, must be committed by August 

2027.  Based on the expected procurement schedule, we need the zoning legislation finalized by 

spring 2026 to stay on track and not forfeit the award.  This double-barrel approach minimizes 

the risk of project delays that could jeopardize time-sensitive funding.  As stated per the Zoning 

Code, conditional use approval is required for composting operations.  The IMU-2 district also 

ensures compatibility with surrounding industrial and mixed-use areas.  The proposal will be 

reviewed by the Site Plan Review Committee to ensure compliance with environmental, design, 

and infrastructure requirements before subdivision application and review.

COUNCIL DISTRICT:  2
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SITE/GENERAL AREA 

Site Conditions: 6101 Bowleys Lane is located on the southwest side of Bowleys Lane, west of 

Moravia Road, and north of the intersection with I-895.  The site is bounded by the Herring Run 

on its western side.  This property contains approximately 82 acres of land and is currently 

improved with the Eastern Drop-off Center, operated by DPW.  This site is zoned OIC (Office 

Industrial Campus) portions of the property are within a floodplain. 

General Area: This site is located within the Pulaski Industrial Area, which is a predominantly 

industrial area spanning from either side of I-895 eastward to the City’s eastern boundary, and 

southwards along I-95, including the traditional industrial areas. 

 

HISTORY 

The Department of Public Works (DPW) plans to expand and enhance operations at 6101 

Bowleys Lane by constructing a new composting facility, upgrading the existing collection 

center, and adding parking.  The site is currently zoned OIC (Office Industrial Campus), which 

does not permit composting operations.  Per the zoning code, commercial composting is a 

conditional use only in the IMU-2 district.  The proposed rezoning and conditional use approval 

are thus required to advance this project.  This legislative effort is also critical to securing and 

expending a $1 million EPA grant before its expiration in August 2027.  The rezoning must be 

completed by April 2026 to allow design, bidding, and permitting to proceed on schedule. 

 

CONFORMITY TO PLANS 

The 2024 Comprehensive Master Plan for the City of Baltimore was enacted by Ordinance  

#24-426, dated December 2, 2024.  The project aligns with the City's Comprehensive Master 

Plan and the General Land Use Plan, which designates the site as Mixed Use: Predominantly 

Industrial.  Rezoning to IMU-2 is more consistent with this designation than the current OIC 

zoning.  IMU-2 permits recycling and refuse collection by right and composting as a conditional 

use, thereby supporting Baltimore’s waste diversion and environmental sustainability goals 

 

REZONING: 

Below are the approval standards under §5-508(b) of Article 32 – Zoning for proposed zoning 

map amendments: 

 
(b) Map amendments. 

(1) Required findings. 

As required by the State Land Use Article, the City Council may approve the legislative 

authorization based on a finding that there was either: 

(i) a substantial change in the character of the neighborhood where the property is 

located; or 

(ii) a mistake in the existing zoning classification. 

(2) Required findings of fact. 

In making the determination required by subsection (b)(1) of this section, the City Council 

must also make findings of fact that address: 

(i) population changes; 

(ii) the availability of public facilities; 

(iii) present and future transportation patterns; 

(iv) compatibility with existing and proposed development for the area; 

(v) the recommendations of the City agencies and officials; and 

(vi) the proposed amendment’s consistency with the City’s Comprehensive Master Plan. 

(3) Additional standards – General 
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Additional standards that must be considered for map amendments are: 

(i) existing uses of property within the general area of the property in question; 

(ii) the zoning classification of other property within the general area of the property in 

question; 

(iii) the suitability of the property in question for the uses permitted under its existing zoning 

classification; and 

(iv) the trend of development, if any, in the general area of the property in question, including 

changes, if any, that have taken place since the property in question was placed in its present 

zoning classification. 

 

ANALYSIS AND RECOMMENDATION 

As noted above, for rezonings, the City Council must consider the following, where appropriate.  

Staff’s assessment follows each of these criteria. 

 

§ 5-508 (b) Evaluation criteria: 

 

As required by the State Land Use Article, the City Council may approve the legislative 

authorization based on a finding that there was either: (i) a substantial change in the 

character of the neighborhood where the property is located; (ii) a mistake in the existing 

zoning classification. 

Prior to the comprehensive rezoning completed in 2017, the area was zoned R-6 residential, 

which was an obvious misalignment with the historic land uses in this area.  During the 2017 

rezoning, known as Transform Baltimore, the area was recognized for its industrial nature.  This 

specific parcel was designated OIC zoning by itself, which was a newly-created zone at the time.  

Similar light industrial areas across the street to the east were designated I-1, and properties to 

the south were designated I-2 to recognize their light industrial uses.   

 

Evidence of either a substantial change or a mistake in the zoning is needed in order to support a 

rezoning.  Staff notes that the district description of the OIC zone is: “The OIC Office-Industrial 

Campus Zoning District is intended for developments of large office structures, research and 

development facilities, and light industrial uses.” (Art. 32 – Zoning, § 11-201).  While the 

transfer station is a light industrial use, the OIC zone tends to lean more towards office and 

development types of uses.  Given that this parcel is in a zone by itself, staff believes this 

assignment wasn’t the best fit for its actual operations.  The statement of intent for the Industrial 

Mixed-Use zones are: "(1) The IMU Industrial Mixed-Use Zoning Districts are intended to 

encourage the reuse of older industrial buildings for light industrial use, as well as a variety of 

non-industrial uses.  (2) These older industrial buildings are often surrounded by residential and 

other non-industrial uses, though in many cases they are also transition zones between a heavy 

industrial area and a major road or a less intense use or district."  Staff believes that this will be a 

better fit, as this site is an existing facility, and can serve as a buffer between more intense uses 

to the east and south, and Herring Run.   

 

Required findings of fact: 

 

(i) Population changes 

Since the adoption of Transform Baltimore in 2017, the surrounding area has experienced 

modest but notable population fluctuation. According to the U.S. Census and ACS 

estimates: 
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- In 2017, the area population was just over 17,300 (ACS 5-year). 

- By the 2020 Decennial Census, the population had dropped slightly to around 17,100. 

- Most recently, 2025 ACS 1-year estimates show the area has grown to over 19,000 

residents. 

 

This growth reflects regional demographic trends and potential reinvestment in East 

Baltimore neighborhoods. The proposed zoning and use are not expected to directly 

influence residential density or drive additional population change. 

 

(ii) Availability of public facilities 

The area continues to be adequately served by existing municipal water, sewer, and 

public services. 

(iii) Present and future transportation patterns 

No substantial changes in present or future transportation patterns have been identified.   

(iv) Compatibility with existing and proposed development for the area 

The proposed project at 6101 Bowleys Lane seeks to construct a municipal composting 

facility as part of a broader upgrade to the existing DPW waste collection site.  The 

project would enable the City to process organic waste locally, reduce landfill reliance, 

and meet its climate and waste diversion goals.   

(v) Recommendations of City agencies and officials 

Currently, the property is zoned OIC, which does not permit composting – either by 

right or conditionally.  A rezoning to IMU-2 is required, as IMU-2 permits recycling 

and refuse collection facilities by right and allows composting as a conditional use.  

This zoning change is necessary to facilitate construction and operation of the facility. 

(vi) Consistency with the City’s Comprehensive Master Plan 

The current conditions are consistent with the adopted Comprehensive Plan, which 

identifies the area for mixed industrial uses.   

 

RECOMMANDATION: Staff therefore recommends that the Planning Commission adopt 

these findings and recommend the bill favorably, with respect to the rezoning.   

 

 

CONDITIONAL USE:   
§ 5-406.  Approval standards. 

(a) Evaluation criteria. 

As a guide to its decision on the facts of each case, the Board of Municipal and Zoning Appeals or the City 

Council must consider the following, where appropriate: 

(1) the nature of the proposed site, including its size and shape and the proposed size, shape, and 

arrangement of structures; 

(2) the resulting traffic patterns and adequacy of proposed off-street parking and loading; 

(3) the nature of the surrounding area and the extent to which the proposed use might impair its present 

and future development; 

(4) the proximity of dwellings, churches, schools, public structures, and other places of public gathering; 
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(5) accessibility of the premises for emergency vehicles; 

(6) accessibility of light and air to the premises and to the property in the vicinity; 

(7) the type and location of adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, and other necessary facilities that 

have been or will be provided; 

(8) the preservation of cultural and historic landmarks and structures; 

(9) the character of the neighborhood; 

(10) the provisions of the City's Comprehensive Master Plan; 

(11) the provisions of any applicable Urban Renewal Plan; 

(12) all applicable standards and requirements of this Code; 

(13) the intent and purpose of this Code; and 

(14) any other matters considered to be in the interest of the general welfare. 

(b) Limited criteria for denying. 

The Board of Municipal and Zoning Appeals or the City Council, may not approve a conditional use or 

sign unless, after public notice and hearing and on consideration of the standards required by this subtitle, 

the Board or Council finds that: 

(1) the establishment, location, construction, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use or sign 

would not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or welfare; 

(2) the use or sign would not be precluded by any other law, including an applicable Urban Renewal Plan; 

(3) the authorization would not be contrary to the public interest; and 

(4) the authorization would be in harmony with the purpose and intent of this Code. 

 

ANALYSIS AND RECOMMENDATION: 

As noted above, for Conditional Uses, the Board of Municipal and Zoning Appeals or the City 

Council must consider the following, where appropriate.  Staff’s assessment follows each of 

these criteria.   

 

§ 5-406 (a) Evaluation criteria: 

The nature of the proposed site, including its size and shape and the proposed size, shape, 

and arrangement of structures;  

This site is already developed for use as a refuse transfer station.  The proposal will include a 

composting facility, which is a compatible addition to the existing operation on the property.  

This allows for a an increase in the services offered at this City facility, and incorporates a 

sustainability feature.   

The resulting traffic patterns and adequacy of proposed off-street parking and loading;  

Staff does not anticipate a significant change in vehicle traffic to this site with the expansion of 

services when the composting facility is added.    

The nature of the surrounding area and the extent to which the proposed use might impair 

its present and future development;  

This site is in an industrial area of the City, which is an appropriate location for this form of City 

service.  Staff does not anticipate any significant impacts to development potential in the 

surrounding area.   

The proximity of dwellings, churches, schools, public structures, and other places of public 

gathering;  

Given that this is an industrial area, none of the sensitive uses listed are in close proximity to this 

site, so there will be no negative impacts there.   

Accessibility of the premises for emergency vehicles;  

The site will remain accessible to emergency vehicles. 
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Accessibility of light and air to the premises and to the property in the vicinity;  

The additional of the proposed compost facility will have no impact on the accessibility of light 

and air to nearby properties.   

The type and location of adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, and other necessary 

facilities that have been or will be provided;  

Utilities, roads, and drainage will remain unchanged, as the proposal would only impact the 

interior arrangement of the site. 

The preservation of cultural and historic landmarks and structures;  

No anticipated impact.   

The character of the neighborhood;  

No anticipated impact.   

The provisions of the City's Comprehensive Master Plan;  

The conditional use aligns with the City’s Comprehensive Plan and General Land Use Plan.   

The provisions of any applicable Urban Renewal Plan;  

There is no applicable Urban Renewal Plan for this area. 

All applicable standards and requirements of this Code;  

Staff is not aware of any other regulatory impediment to this proposal. 

 

§ 5-406 (b) Limited criteria for denying: 

The establishment, location, construction, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use 

or sign would not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or welfare;  

Staff finds no reason the establishment would be detrimental to public health, safety, or welfare. 

The use or sign would not be precluded by any other law, including an applicable Urban 

Renewal Plan;  

This site is not located within a URP, so there is no impact. 

The authorization would not be contrary to the public interest; and   

The authorization would not be contrary to the established procedures of the Zoning Code. 

The authorization would be in harmony with the purpose and intent of this Code.   

The authorization would be in harmony with the Code as it is compatible with the proposed 

General Land Use Plan, and does not generate any negative impacts according to the required 

findings for conditional uses. 

 

RECOMMANDATION: Staff therefore recommends that the Planning Commission adopt 

these findings and recommend the bill be approved, with respect to the conditional use.   

 

 

EQUITY:  

1) Short / long-term impact on surrounding community: In the short term, this zoning bill won’t 

change much physically about the site—it’s already in active use by DPW.  But in the long term, 

the proposed composting facility adds a new layer of environmental value by keeping organic 

waste out of landfills and turning it into a usable product.  This reduces greenhouse gas 

emissions, cuts disposal costs, and helps the City lead by example on zero-waste strategies.  
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Locating a facility like this in an existing DPW campus also avoids siting new infrastructure in 

neighborhoods without strong buffers or access. 

 

2) Impact on Baltimore’s existing patterns of inequity: Organics recycling infrastructure is 

unevenly distributed and largely absent in the urban core.  By investing in this kind of capacity in 

Baltimore, we are helping to reverse historic patterns of underinvestment in public services and 

sustainability infrastructure.  This rezoning enables a project that supports more equitable access 

to composting options and the environmental benefits that come with them. 

 

3) Impact on internal operations: The zoning change and conditional use approval are necessary 

to move the project forward, but implementation will also require coordination between 

Planning, DPW, DoT and Zoning staff through subdivision review.  The composting use itself is 

subject to conditional use criteria, so the review team will need to confirm compatibility with 

surrounding uses and compliance with environmental and design standards.  While that adds a 

few extra steps compared to a by-right use, the proposed IMU-2 zoning gives the City the right 

framework to move efficiently through permitting, without needing future legislative actions for 

similar improvements on-site. 

 

NOTIFICATION: The site has been posted per DoP Guidelines, and DoP and DPW staff 

briefed the Frankford  Community Association at their in-person community meeting early 

January.  Additional, GovDelivery electronic notification was sent out when the project was 

scheduled for Planning Commission.

Position: No Objection 

The Board of Municipal and Zoning Appeals (BMZA) has reviewed City Council Bill 
25-0139. This bill proposes two legislative authorizations for the property at 6101 Bow-
leys Lane (Block 6195, Lot 008): (1) a map amendment rezoning the approximately 82-
acre site from the OIC (Office-Industrail Campus) Zoning District to the IMU-2 (In-
dustrial Mixed-Use ) Zoning District; and (2) a conditional use approval to permit the 
establishment, maintenance, and operation of a commercial composting facility on the 
property.  

As a quasi-judicial agency, the Board of Municipal and Zoning Appeals typically ad-
judicates land use matters based on specific evidentiary standards. Because this legis-
lation places authority to grant the rezoning and conditional use approvals with the 
City Council, the Board defers to the Council's judgment on whether the applicant has 
satisfied the approval standards outlined in the Zoning Code. Accordingly, the Board 
takes no position on the specific factual merits of the application, but offers No Objec-
tion to the passage of the bill.

BILL SYNOPSIS 

 

Council Bill 25-0139 would rezone the property known as 6101 Bowleys Lane from the OIC 

District to the IMU 2 District. The OIC (Office Industrial Campus) District is intended for 

developments mixing office and industrial facilities in a campus-like setting. The IMU 2 District 

encourages the re-use of industrial buildings for light industrial use while barring residential uses. 

This is well suited for the planned expansion of the existing Department of Public Works (DPW) 

facility at this site. 

 

Planned upgrades to the DPW Bowleys Lane facility include improvements to the residential drop-

off area, additional space for small haulers, and the construction of a composting facility. While 

major traffic impacts are not anticipated as a result of this expansion, DPW plans to minimize area 

traffic impacts via queuing lanes and internal traffic patterns. The expansion to this DPW facility 

will improve City waste disposal services by expanding access to composting. 

 

SUMMARY OF POSITION  

 

The Department supports the efforts of peer agencies to improve service delivery for City 

residents. As such, the Department requests a favorable report on Council Bill 25-0139.

BILL SYNOPSIS     

  

The purpose of City Council Bill 25-0139 is to change the zoning classification of 6101 Bowleys  

Lane (Block 6195, Lot 008), as outlined in red on the accompanying plat, from the OIC Zoning 

District to the IMU-2 Zoning District, and to permit, subject to certain conditions, the 

establishment, maintenance, and operation of a commercial composting facility on the property. 

The bill also provides for a special effective date.  

    

SUMMARY OF POSITION     

  

CCB 25-0139 authorizes the rezoning of the property located at 6101 Bowleys Lane (Block 

6195, Lot 008) from the OIC Zoning District to the IMU-2 Zoning District and permits, subject 
to applicable conditions and regulatory approvals, the establishment, maintenance, and operation 

of the Department of Public Works (DPW) commercial composting facility. The Bowleys Lane

facility is currently operating as a nonconforming recycling and refuse collection facility, as 

composting facilities are not permitted under the existing OIC zoning designation.  

  
Rezoning the property from OIC to IMU-2 would align with DPW’s Solid Waste Management 

Plan, and in conjunction with the approved conditional use, CCB 25-0139 would permit the 
envisioned expansion and enhancements to the facility which include: a dedicated space for small 

haulers, residential drop-off areas, and a new administrative building for Bureau of Solid Waste 

staff.   

 

If enacted, the Department of Public Works, will work with the Board of Municipal 
and Zoning Appeals and the Planning Commission to implement the rezoning of 

6101 Bowleys Lane and authorize its use as a commercial compositing facility in compliance 

with applicable laws and regulations.   

 

The Department of Public Works supports the passage of CCB 25-0139 as the proposed rezoning 

and conditional use are essential in advancing DPW’s waste diversion strategy.

Dear President and City Council Members: 
 

The Law Department reviewed City Council Bill 25-0139 for form and legal sufficiency.  
The bill changes the zoning for the property known as 6101 Bowleys Lane (Block 6195, Lot 
008), from the OIC Zoning District to the IMU-2 Zoning District; permitting, subject to certain 
conditions, the establishment, maintenance, and operation of a commercial composting facility 
on the same property. The ordinance would take effect on the date of its enactment.  
 

Council Bill 25-0139 proposes a rezoning of and conditional use approval for conversion 
of 6101 Bowleys Lane. Accordingly, the standards for changing the zoning of this property as well 
as for a conditional use conversion are relevant.  
 

Standards for Rezoning 
 

The Mayor and City Council may permit a piecemeal rezoning only if it finds facts 
sufficient to show either a mistake in the existing zoning classification or a substantial change in 
the character of the neighborhood.  MD Land Use Art., § 10-304(b)(2); Baltimore City Code, Art. 
32, §§ 5-508(a) and (b)(l).   

 
The “change-mistake” rule is a rule of the either/or type.  The “change” half of the “change-
mistake” rule requires that, in order for a piecemeal Euclidean zoning change to be 
approved, there must be a satisfactory showing that there has been significant and 
unanticipated change in a relatively well-defined area (the “neighborhood”) surrounding 
the property in question since its original or last comprehensive rezoning, whichever 
occurred most recently.  The “mistake” option of the rule requires a showing that the 
underlying assumptions or premises relied upon by the legislative body during the 
immediately preceding original or comprehensive rezoning were incorrect.  In other words, 
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there must be a showing of a mistake of fact.  Mistake in this context does not refer to a 
mistake in judgment. 

 
Mayor and Council of Rockville v. Rylyns Enterprises, Inc., 372 Md. 514, 538-39 (2002).  
 
Legal Standard for Change  
 

“It is unquestioned that the City Council has the power to amend its City Zoning Ordinance 
whenever there has been such a change in the character and use of a use district since the original 
enactment that the public health, safety, morals, or general welfare would be promoted by a change 
in the regulations.”  Cassel v. Mayor and City Council of Baltimore, 195 Md. 348, 354 (1950).  
The Mayor and City Council must find facts of a substantial change in the character and the use 
of the district since the comprehensive rezoning of the property on June 5, 2017 and that the 
rezoning will promote the “public health, safety, morals, or general welfare” and not merely 
advantage the property owner.  Id. at 354.   

 
To constitute a substantial change, courts in Maryland want to see facts of a “significant 

and unanticipated change in a relatively well-defined area.”  Rylyns Enterprises, 372 Md. at 538.  
The “‘neighborhood’ must be the immediate neighborhood of the subject property, not some area 
miles away; and the changes must occur in that immediate neighborhood of such a nature as to 
have affected its character.”  Clayman v. Prince George’s County, 266 Md. 409, 418 (1972).  The 
changes are required to be physical.  Anne Arundel County v. Bell, 442 Md. 539, 555 (2015) (citing 
Montgomery County v. Woodward & Lothrop, 280 Md. 686, 712–13 (1977)).  However, those 
physical changes cannot be infrastructure such as sewer or water extension or road widening.  
Clayman, 266 Md. at 419.  And the physical changes have to be shown to be unforeseen at the 
time of the last rezoning.  County Council of Prince George’s County v. Zimmer Development Co., 
444 Md. 490, 512 (2015).  Contemplated growth and density are not sufficient.  Clayman, 266 Md. 
at 419.  

 
In determining whether the change benefits only the property owner, courts look, in part, 

to see if a similar use exists nearby of which the community could easily take advantage.  Cassel, 
195 Md. at 358 (three other similar uses only a few blocks away lead to conclusion that zoning 
change was only for private owner’s gain). 
 
Legal Standard for Mistake  
 

To sustain a piecemeal change on the basis of a mistake in the last comprehensive rezoning, 
there must be substantial evidence that “the Council failed to take into account then existing facts 
… so that the Council’s action was premised…on a misapprehension.” White v. Spring, 109 Md. 
App. 692, 698, (1996) (citation omitted). In other words, “[a] conclusion based on a factual 
predicate that is incomplete or inaccurate may be deemed, in zoning law, a mistake or error; an 
allegedly aberrant conclusion based on full and accurate information, by contrast, is simply a case 
of bad judgment, which is immunized from second- guessing.” Id. 
  

“Error can be established by showing that at the time of the comprehensive zoning the 
Council failed to take into account then existing facts, or projects or trends which were reasonably 
foreseeable of fruition in the future, so that the Council’s action was premised initially on a 
misapprehension[,]” [and] “…by showing that events occurring subsequent to the comprehensive 
zoning have proven that the Council’s initial premises were incorrect.” Boyce v. Sembly, 25 Md. 
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App. 43, 51 (1975) (citations omitted). “Thus, unless there is probative evidence to show that there 
were then existing facts which the Council, in fact, failed to take into account, or subsequently 
occurring events which the Council could not have taken into account, the presumption of validity 
accorded to comprehensive zoning is not overcome and the question of error is not ‘fairly 
debatable.’” Id. at 52. 
  

The Supreme Court of Maryland (formerly the Court of Appeals of Maryland) has said it 
is not sufficient to merely show that the new zoning would make more logical sense. Greenblatt 

v. Toney Schloss Properties Corp., 235 Md. 9, 13-14 (1964). Nor are courts persuaded that the fact 
that a more profitable use of the property could be made if rezoned is evidence of a mistake in its 
current zoning. Shadynook Imp. Ass’n v. Molloy, 232 Md. 265, 272 (1963). Courts have also been 
skeptical of finding a mistake when there is evidence of careful consideration of the area during 
the past comprehensive rezoning. Stratakis v. Beauchamp, 268 Md. 643, 653-54 (1973). 
  

A finding of mistake, however, absent a regulatory taking, merely permits the further 
consideration of rezoning, it does not mandate a rezoning. White, 109 Md. App. at 708. Rather, a 
second inquiry “regarding whether, and if so, how, the property is reclassified,” is required. Id. at 
709. This second conclusion is due great deference. Id. 
 
Spot Zoning 
 

The City must find sufficient facts for a change or mistake because “Zoning is permissible 
only as an exercise of the police power of the State.  When this power is exercised by a city, it is 
confined by the limitations fixed in the grant by the State and to the accomplishment of the 
purposes for which the State authorized the city to zone.”  Cassel, 195 Md. at 353.   
 

In piecemeal rezoning bills, like the bill under review, if there is not a factual basis to 
support the change or the mistake, then rezoning is considered illegal spot zoning.  Id. at 355.  Spot 
zoning “has appeared in many cities in America as the result of pressure put upon councilmen to 
pass amendments to zoning ordinances solely for the benefit of private interests.”  Id.  It is the 
“arbitrary and unreasonable devotion of a small area within a zoning district to a use which is 
inconsistent with the use to which the rest of the district is restricted.”  Id.  It is “therefore, 
universally held that a ‘spot zoning’ ordinance, which singles out a parcel of land within the limits 
of a use district and marks it off into a separate district for the benefit of the owner, thereby 
permitting a use of that parcel inconsistent with the use permitted in the rest of the district, is 
invalid if it is not in accordance with the comprehensive zoning plan and is merely for private 
gain.”  Id.   
 

However, “a use permitted in a small area, which is not inconsistent with the use to which 
the larger surrounding area is restricted, although it may be different from that use, is not ‘spot 
zoning’ when it does not conflict with the comprehensive plan but is in harmony with an orderly 
growth of a new use for property in the locality.”  Id.  The example given was “small districts 
within a residential district for use of grocery stores, drug stores and barber shops, and even 
gasoline filling stations, for the accommodation and convenience of the residents of the residential 
district.”  Id. at 355-356. 
 

Therefore, the Mayor and City Council must show how the contemplated use is consistent 
with the character of the neighborhood.  See, e.g., Tennison v. Shomette, 38 Md. App. 1, 8 (1977) 
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(cited with approval in Rylyns, 372 Md. at 546; accord Mayor and City Council of Baltimore v. 

Byrd, 191 Md. 632, 640 (1948)).     
 
Findings of Fact 
 

The City Council is required to make the following findings of fact in determining whether 
to permit rezoning based on mistake or change in the character of the neighborhood: 

 
(i) population change; 
(ii) the availability of public facilities; 
(iii) the present and future transportation patterns; 
(iv) compatibility with existing and proposed development; 
(v) the recommendations of the Planning Commission and the Board of Municipal and 

Zoning Appeals; and 
(vi) the relationship of the proposed amendment to the City’s plan. 
 

Md. Code, Land Use, § 10-304(b)(l); Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-508(b)(2). 
 

Article 32 of the City Code requires the Council to consider the following additional factors: 
 
(i) existing uses of property within the general area of the property in question; 
(ii) the zoning classification of other property within the general area of the property in 

question; 
(iii) the suitability of the property in question for the uses permitted under its existing 

zoning classification; and 
(iv) the trend of development, if any, in the general area of the property in question, 

including changes, if any, that have taken place since the property in question was 
placed in its present zoning classification. 

 
Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-508(b)(3). 

 
The Mayor and City Council’s decision regarding a piecemeal rezoning is reviewed under 

the substantial evidence test and should be upheld “if reasoning minds could reasonably reach [the] 
conclusion from facts in the record.”  Zimmer Dev. Co., 444 Md. at 510 (quoting Cremins v. Cnty. 

Comm’rs of Washington Cnty., 164 Md. App. 426, 438 (2005)); see also White, 109 Md. App. at 
699 (“the courts may not substitute their judgment for that of the legislative agency, if the issue is 
rendered fairly debatable”); accord Floyd v. County Council of Prince George’s County, 55 Md. 
App. 246, 258 (1983) (“‘substantial evidence’ means a little more than a ‘scintilla of evidence.’”). 

 
Conditional Use Standards 

 
A commercial composting facility is permitted as a conditional use if approved by the 

Board of Municipal and Zoning Appeals (BMZA) in the IMU-2 zoning district. Baltimore City 
Code, Art. 32, Tbl 11-301. The IMU-2 zoning district is for industrial buildings that are adjacent 
to heavier industry. Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 11-203(b)(3).  Residential uses are prohibited. 
Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 11-203(b)(1)(ii). The IMU districts are often surrounded by 
residential and non-industrial uses, and act as a transition zone. Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 
11-203(a)(2).Commercial composting is not permitted in the current OIC zoning of the Bowleys 
Lane property. Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, Tbl 11-301. See also Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, 
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§ 14-305 (definition of and requirements for a commercial composting facility). The OIC district 
“is intended for developments of large office structures, research and development facilities, and 
light industrial uses.” Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 11-201(a)(1).  
 

To approve a conditional use the BMZA, or in this case the City Council, must find:  
 

1. the establishment, location, construction, maintenance, or operation of the 
conditional use would not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, 
or welfare; 

2. the use would not be precluded by any other law, including an applicable Urban 
Renewal Plan; 

3. the authorization would not be contrary to the public interest; and  
4. the authorization would be in harmony with the purpose and intent of this Code. 

 
Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-406(b).  In making these findings, the City Council must be 
guided by fourteen “considerations” involving such things as the “nature of the surrounding area 
and the extent to which the proposed use might impair its present and future development,” “the 
character of the neighborhood,” and “the resulting traffic patterns and adequacy of proposed off-
street parking.”  Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-406(a). 

 
 

Planning Commission Recommendation 
 

The Eastern Sanitation Yard operated by the Department of Public Works (DPW) is 
currently located on the Bowleys Lane property. DPW plans to construct a new composting 
facility, upgrade the existing collection center, and add parking. The current zoning permits its use 
as a collection center but does not permit commercial composting. The Report states, “[w]hile the 
transfer station is a light industrial use, the OIC zone tends to lean more towards office and 
development types of uses.” Composting is permitted as a conditional use in the IMU-2 district. 
The rezoning and conditional use approval for the Bowleys Lane property is necessary to securing 
a $1 million EPA grant and must be completed by April 2026.  

 
The Planning Department Report (“Report”) supports this rezoning based on a mistake in 

the last comprehensive rezoning in 2017. Prior to 2017 the subject property was zoned R-6 which 
the Planning Report notes “was an obvious misalignment with the historic land uses in this area.” 
In 2017 the area where this property is located was recognized as industrial in nature. The zoning 
of the Bowleys Lane property was changed to OIC which was a newly-created zone at the time. 
The property is bordered by I-1 zoned properties as well as open space. Examples of OIC uses 
include: the international headquarters of a large corporation, large research and development 
facilities, and office campuses of substantial size. Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 11-201(c). The 
surrounding I-1 districts are light industrial This district is intended for a variety of light 
manufacturing, fabricating, processing, wholesale distributing, and warehousing uses which are 
low intensity with little to no outside impacts. Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 11-204. The 
Comprehensive Master Plan for Baltimore City adopted in 2024 designates this property as Mixed 
Use: Predominantly Industrial. Rezoning to the IMU-2 district is more consistent with the 
property’s designation under the current Master Plan than the current OIC district. Industrial 
Mixed Use districts encourage the reuse of older industrial buildings for light industrial use as well 
as a variety of non-industrial uses and are often surrounded by residential and other non-industrial 
uses, or are transition zones between a heavy industrial area and a major road or a less intense use 
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or district. Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 11-203(a).  Since the IMU-2 zoning would 
accommodate all proposed uses for the property it supports “Baltimore’s waste diversion and 
environmental sustainability goals.” The Planning Report contains an equity analysis. It is also 
noted in the Report that the subject property is not subject to an Urban Renewal Plan.  

  
Process 

 
The City Council is required to hold a quasi-judicial public hearing where it will hear and 

weigh the evidence as presented in: (1) the Planning Report and other agency reports; (2) testimony 
from the Planning Department and other City agency representatives; and (3) testimony from 
members of the public and interested persons. Md. Code, Land Use Art., § 10-303(b)(1); Baltimore 
City Code, Art. 32, § 5-601(a).  After weighing the evidence presented and submitted into the 
record before it, the Council is required to make findings of fact for the property about the factors 
in Section 10-304 of the Land Use Article of the Maryland Code and Section 5-508 of Article 32 
of the Baltimore City Code. If, after its investigation of the facts, the Committee makes findings 
which support: (1) a mistake in the comprehensive zoning or a change in the character of the 
surrounding neighborhood; and (2) a new zoning classification for the property, it may adopt these 
findings and the legal requirements for granting the rezoning would be met. 
 

Additionally, certain procedural requirements apply to this bill beyond those discussed 
above because a change in the zoning classification of a property and a conditional use approval 
are deemed “legislative authorizations.”  Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-501(2)(ii) and (iii). 
Specifically, notice of the City Council hearing must be given by publication in a newspaper of 
general circulation in the City, by posting in a conspicuous place on the property and by first-class 
mail, on forms provided by the Zoning Administrator, to each person who appears on the tax 
records of the City as an owner of the property to be rezoned.  Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-
601(b).  The notice of the City Council hearing must include the date, time, place and purpose of 
the hearing, as well as the address of the property or description of the boundaries of the area 
affected by the proposed rezoning, and the name of the applicant.  Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, 
§ 5- 601(c).  The posted notices must be at least 3 feet by 4 feet in size, placed at a prominent 
location near the sidewalk or right-of-way for pedestrians and motorists to view, and at least one 
sign must be visible from each of the property’s street frontages.  Window mounted signs must be 
posted inside the window glass. Baltimore City Code, Art., § 5-601(d).  The published and mailed 
notices must be given at least 15 days before the hearing; the posted notice must be at least 30 days 
before the public hearing.  Baltimore City Code, Art. 32, § 5-601(e), (f); see also Md. Code, Land 
Use Art., § 10-303 (procedural requirements). 

 
Council Bill 25-0139 is the appropriate method for the City Council to review the facts and 

determine whether the legal standards for rezoning and a conditional use approval have been met.  
If the required findings are made at the hearing and that all procedural requirements are satisfied, 
the Law Department approves the bill for form and legal sufficiency.
