INTRODUCTION — Repeal - Reisterstown Plaza Transit Station Urban Renewal Area and Plan

PURPOSE/PLANS - For the purpose of repealing Ordinance 09-219, which established the Reisterstown
Plaza Transit Station Urban Renewal Area and Plan; and providing for a special effective date.
