Dear President and City Council Members:

The Law Department has reviewed City Council Bill 23-0399 for form and legal sufficiency. The bill amends the Development Plan of the Benhurst Park Planned Unit Development by removing several properties, and by providing that all plans for the construction of permanent improvements on the property are subject to final design approval by the Planning Commission to ensure the plans are consistent with the development plan in this ordinance.  It also provides for a special effective date.


The property consists of a condominium complex and forest conservation area. A major amendment was approved by the Planning Commission to provide for the construction of a synagogue on the property. At this time, there are very few properties left in the development to be developed so it was the recommendation of the Planning Department that, sometime in the future,  the PUD be repealed. The Law Department has reviewed these proposals and sees no legal obstacles to their adoption. It therefore is prepared to approve Council Bill 23-0399 for form and legal sufficiency.
