Current Law

Article 31 – Transit and Traffic
Section 6-26

Baltimore City Code (Edition 2000) 
Background
The Transit and Traffic Article 31, Section 6-26 of the Baltimore City Code regulates parking, standing and stopping of commercial vehicles and trailers.  If approved, Bill 20-0542 would:

· clarify certain exceptions to commercial vehicle parking, standing and stopping prohibitions 

· delete an unnecessary limitation

· conform related provisions 

· provide that the bill be effective on the date of enactment
Currently, no vehicle that weighs more than 20,000 pounds and no ‘commercial vehicle’ may park, stand or stop longer than 1 hour continuously on any street, lane or alley or adjacent property used or intended to be used as a residence.  The regulation also covers nighttime hours between 1 a.m. and 7a.m.  The regulation, however, does not apply to commercial vehicles parked for the purpose of doing any public or private work for a person within 1 block radius of a residence.
Current law allows an exception for vehicles controlled by the Police and Fire Departments and emergency vehicles belonging to the City, any public utilities or any volunteer ambulance services.  Bill 20-0542 would authorize exceptions for the following commercial vehicles:

· private passenger vehicles, including automobiles, minivans. Passenger vans, station wagons, and sports utility vehicles;
· pickup trucks; and
· panel body delivery trucks with less than 1,500 pounds (3/4 ton) manufacturer’s rating capacity.
