Analysis


Current Law
Article 32 – Zoning, Sections 5-201(a) and 9-701(2) – Baltimore City Code.

To approve a conditional use, the City Council must find, based on facts presented at a hearing on the bill:
	1.  the establishment, location, construction, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use would 
            not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or welfare,
2. the use would not be precluded by any other law, including an applicable Urban Renewal Plan,
3. the authorization would not be contrary to the public interest; and
4. the authorization would be in harmony with the purpose and intent of the Baltimore City Zoning 
Code.

Background 
If enacted, this bill would permit the property at 15 N. Stricker St. to be converted from a single-family dwelling to four dwelling units.
