2. Councilmember Bullock commented about the bill.
3. Mr. Eric Tiso summarized the Planning Commission’s findings and recommendations. 
4. Ms. Victor Tervala summarized the recommendations in the Law Department’s written report. 
5. Chairwoman Middleton read into the record a letter of support from Hollins Roundhouse Association.
6. Representatives from other City agencies confirmed the recommendations in the agencies’ written reports.
7. Ms. Alyssa Domzal spoke in support of the bill and noted that the community supports the bill.
8. The committee understands that the bill qualifies as a comprehensive rezoning and voted to approve the findings of fact, as a matter of record.
9. The committee discussed findings of fact.
10. The committee voted to amend the bill.
11. The committee voted to recommend the bill favorably.
