A COUNCIL RESOLUTION CONCERNING

1 Recognizing November as National Family Caregivers Month

2 FOR the purpose of recognizing November as National Family Caregivers Month; honoring City
3 residents who provide care to their loved ones in need; and calling on City agencies,
4 organizations, and residents to celebrate and support the family caregivers of the City.

5 Recitals

6 WHEREAS, the City of Baltimore honors and celebrates the immeasurable contributions of
7 family caregivers, who selflessly care for aging parents, spouses, children, friends, and loved
8 ones with disabilities, chronic illnesses, or complex medical needs.

9 WHEREAS, family caregivers are the backbone of the long-term care system, enduring
10 emotional strain, financial hardship, and physical exhaustion while providing uncounted hours of
11 unpaid care each year which enables their loved ones to remain in their homes and communities.

12 WHEREAS, National Family Caregivers Month is a time to recognize and uplift the strength
13 and resilience demonstrated by caregivers, who embody the values of love, sacrifice, and service
14 that strengthen the fabric of Baltimore’s families and neighborhoods.

15 WHEREAS, it is essential that Baltimore City affirms its commitment to supporting caregivers
16 through greater awareness, expanded access to resources, and advocacy for equitable policies that
17 promote caregiver health, economic security, and quality of life.

18 WHEREAS, the City of Baltimore expresses profound gratitude to all caregivers and
19 encourages public, private, nonprofit, and faith-based organizations to join in honoring these
20 everyday heroes who give so much of themselves for others.

21 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE, that the City
22 Council recognizes November as National Family Caregivers Month, honors City residents who
23 provide care to their loved ones in need, and calls on City agencies, organizations, and residents
24 to celebrate and support the family caregivers of the City.
