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Eviction Process (Failure to Pay Rent)

· Tenant fails to pay Rent by the 5th of the Month
· Landlord must then send a Notice to the Tenant informing them they will be filing a Failure to Pay Rent Notice with the Court in 10 days
· Court will issue a Court Date for the Tenant and Landlord once notice is filed, usually 45 to 60 days after filing date.
· Court makes a ruling, if in favor of Landlord, A Warrant of Restitution is awarded to the Landlord. This Warrant is then delivered to the Sheriff’s Office approximately 14 days later.
· Landlord has to call the Sheriff’s Office to Schedule the Eviction once the Warrant is received by us. Warrant is good for 60 days from date of issue.
· Sheriff’s Office schedules the Eviction with the Landlord at least 14 days later because the Landlord is required to send a Certificate of Mailing to the Tenant informing them of the Date and Time of Eviction at least 14 days prior to the Eviction as well as Post the Affidavit Sheet from District Court with the Date and Time of Eviction and Signature of person posting the property. This must be done at least 7 days prior to the Eviction.
· At the Eviction, the Landlord must show the Deputy the Certificate of Mailing and the Affidavit with his/her signature, date and time of posting. Once the Deputy verifies all the paperwork, the Eviction can proceed.


Eviction Process (THO, BOL, Wrongful Detainer)

· THO – Tenant Holding Over
· BOL – Breach of Lease
· Wrongful Detainer – Filed when Squatters Occupy the Property
· Property owner files with the Court, Judge hears the Property Owners Complaint, if Granted, goes directly to Warrant Status and is sent to the Sheriff’s Office. Property owner calls our Office to Schedule the Eviction. Eviction date is given 3-5 days later. Deputy posts the property notifying Occupants of Eviction Date and Time.
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
