The Law Department has reviewed City Council Resolution 24-0221R for form and legal sufficiency. The resolution would provide the required approval under Section 12-902.1(c) of the Alcoholic Beverages Article of the Maryland Code to allow a holder of a valid Class B-D-7 beer, wine and liquor license to apply to the Board of Liquor License Commissioners for Baltimore City (“Liquor Board”) to exchange that license for a Class A-7 beer, wine and liquor license for use at 3601 Elm Avenue 21211. The applicable section of the MD Code applies to any holder whose Class B-D-7 liquor license was valid as of July 1, 2018. Once the liquor license holder receives approval by the City Council Resolution, the licensee can then demonstrate to the Liquor Board that it meets the criteria for the license exchange. The Law Department can approve the resolution for form and legal sufficiency
