Major Issues Discussed
1. Vice Chairman Bullock called the hearing to order, introduced the committee members and others in attendance, and read the bill title and purpose.
2. Councilman Cohen – the bill sponsor gave opening remarks and a short presentation on the bill and proposed amendments to it (slide deck in bill file)
3. The floor was open to updates and remarks from the referred city agencies.
4. The floor was open to questions from the committee members.  Topics included:
a. If the bill was limited only to rental units with 20 or more dwellings or if it could be used in smaller or single-family dwelling rentals.  
i. The bill was limited only to rental units of 20 or more dwellings.
b. Amendments submitted by outside group 
i. These amendments do not materially change the law and where not considered by the committee. 
5. The floor was open to public testimony (see attendance record in bill file)
a. Two members of the public testified – one in person and one online.
6. The floor was opened again to comments and questions from the councilmembers topics included:
a. What effect would being placed on the list have on the whole building?
i. According to the sponsor the effect would be negligible – it would mostly affect the landlord in that the property would be subject to more inspection and potentially if the issue is not abated to eventual loss of license.  The immediate effect of being placed on the priority building list would not be a loss of licensure. 
7. A motion on the amendments was made and the amendments were voted favorably by all committee members.
8. A motion was made on the bill as amended and was voted favorably with amendments by all committee members.
