Major Issues Discussed

1. Chairman Conway called the hearing to order, introduced the committee members in attendance, and invited the sponsor to make opening remarks.
2. The bill sponsor – Councilwoman Ramos offered opening remarks on the bill
3. The floor was opened to agency reports
a. There was a problem with the report from the Law dept – they initially did not have a report ready but where able to approve the bill for form and legal sufficiency during the hearing.
4. The floor was opened to questions from committee members, topics included:
a. How does the office support immigrants – and with increasing immigrant populations why is there no change in budget?
i. MIMA is its own distinct budget – separate activity with set staff and programs.
ii. MIMA helps with language assistance & other programs to connect immigrants to city services.
b. How is office working with Unions and others and helping to fight wage theft and help with fair treatment in the workplace?
i. Working with existing services like MOED & non-profits that specialize in workforce development.
ii. The office is the advocate – not a service provider.
iii. Partnering with other groups like the Hispanic Commission who is working on housing advocacy to inform people of their rights. Working with wage commission to fight wage theft.
5. Floor open to public testimony
a. Members of the public both in person and virtually testified on the bill. (see attendance sheet in bill file)
6. Floor open to motion on the bill
a. Motioned by Ramos and Seconded by Glover the bill was passed as recommended favorably.
7. Chairman Conway recessed the meeting.
