President and City Council Members:
	The Law Department has reviewed City Council Bill 24-0553 for form and legal sufficiency. The bill is for the purpose of amending the composition of the Mayor’s Anti-Animal Abuse Advisory Commission, altering procedures for meetings of the Commission and providing for staff to the Commission.

        The bill reduces the number of members of the Commission from 26 to 15. It retains the basic structure including the nature of the  appointees’ required experience and the appointing entities. There are just fewer spots for each category. The bill establishes that staff from the Health Department will  staff the commission and will engage volunteers in the commission’s work.

 The legislation is consistent with the authority of the City Council under it’s police and  general welfare powers. City Charter, Art. II, §§27 and 47. The Law Department, therefore, approves the bill for form and legal sufficiency.
