Major Issues Discussed

1. [bookmark: Text15] President Mosley opened the meeting by introducing agency and advisory board members.
2. Councilman Mark Conway presented opening remarks and emphasized that the two Bills have the same objective.  CC23-0445 establishes the new powers and CC23-0449 changes the current laws.
3. Dana Moore stated that Chairman Conway was very influential in getting to this stage of bringing the Baltimore City Police under the auspices of the City.  Moore thanked Mayor Scott on his leadership on the local control advisory board.  She commented that the work was very impactful.
4. Councilwoman Ramos raised the issue of sworn officers.  Ms. Moore stated that she didn't feel it was necessary to be a sworn officer in order to be a Police Commissioner.  President Mosby asked Moore if she is aware in other cities where that is the case?  President Mosby questioned what qualifications would an individual need if he/she wasn't a sworn officer?  Dana Moore offered a few examples and stated she would provide additonal information later.  Dana Moore also stated that her office works hard to ensure equity is enforced across the entire City. 
5. President Mosby mentioned the police officers who violates the law and if convicted continues to receive his/her city pension.  Council President wants to change that policy immediately.  The President referenced the indicted and convicted Gun Trace Task Force members.  
6. The meeting was recessed at 6:09 p.m.
