Major Issues Discussed

1. [bookmark: Text15]According to Faith Leach, unauthorized procurement now goes before the Board of Estimtes.  Bids under the threshod of $250,000 must allow 10 days after posting on the BOE's Agenda. 
2. President Mosby requested the Mayor's Administration to investigate to determine if cities such as Baltimore have the same thresholds as the City is recommending in their transformation plans.   The President recommended that a charter amendment to procurement rules to be updated to "best value" verses lowest bidder.  CP Mosby requested a response on "medallion" contracts, which needs to altered to include more minorities in the city's towing operation.  CP requested a response on if contracts over a certain dollar amount should go to the City Council for a vote once the proposed thresholds are implemented.  He also requested perpetuity contracts to be investigated (professional services)?
