Re:	City Council Bill 19–0458 – Franchise – Light Pole Base Within the Right-of-Way of Quad Avenue at Interstate 95

Dear President and City Council Members:

The Law Department has reviewed City Council Bill 19-0458 for form and legal sufficiency.  The bill would grant a franchise to the State of Maryland, for the use of the Maryland
Transportation Authority, to construct and maintain a private light pole base within the right6 of-way of Quad Avenue, subject to certain terms, conditions, and reservations. The bill provides for an immediate effective date.

	Article VIII of the Baltimore City Charter requires that a bill granting a franchise to be referred to the Board of Estimates after first reading. City Charter, Art. VIII, § 2. The BOE is empowered to determine the proposed compensation to be paid the City and the conditions under which the franchise is granted. Id.  

	If the above procedural requirements are met, the Law Department is prepared to approve the bill for form and legal sufficiency.
