Major Issues Discussed

1. Chairman Dorsey called the hearing to order and read the bill title and purpose.
2. Agency reports
a. Dept. of Legislative Reference does not make reports on bills but was referred to them.
b. No noted changes to agency reports (see reports in bill file)
3. Chair made a statement on the bill – noting amendments from himself & planning department.  (see amendments in the bill file)
a. Sponsors of other amendments were noted as the relevant section of the bill was reviewed.
b. Councilmember Ramos & Councilmember Jones (not members of the committee) presented their amendment (see amendment in bill file)
a. Question from Porter about substations related to transmission lines and utilities.  
b. Comment on the amendment from Ty’lor – amendment not seen as friendly by the administration.
c. Comment from Chair about the amendment
d. Comment from Blanchard
e. Dorsey request that the amendment be more narrowly tailored to focus on the issue of the transmission lines.
c. Amendment from Dorsey (5) – an error in the copy exists but was corrected orally for the members and will be redrafted properly for the vote on 2nd reader. (see updated amendments in the bill file)
a. Amendment struck language from the bill instead of from the zoning code as was the intent of the spnosor.  This was noted at the time of the vote of the members on the package of amendments.
b. References 32 Section 5-507(c)(2)(iii) – for zoning code amendments – an amendment can not be introduced soley in the 2nd reader vote – that would require a new notice and hearing on that amendment to the code.
d. Comment from Parker on his amendment on outdoor dining (see bill file)
a. Question from Middleton asking for an example of an issue in this area
1. Example of a C1 property with a rear yard but no alley abutting another property. Amendment aims to allow for a review of a use in the back yard such as outdoor dining. 
e. Question from Blanchard on use and occupancy parking requirements.
f. Question from Porter on Parking Requirements (check record) (Dorsey 6)
a. Question from Blanchard on parking - 
b. Question from Parker – asking for separate hearing on parking requirements, echoed by Grey.
c. Porter recommending an amendment to limit the parking to residential conversions 
g. Oral Amendment - Pg 24- line 9 – 2nd collum of table insert cb, d superscript 1 (noted as planning 15)
