	The Law Department has reviewed City Council Bill 20-0536 for form and legal sufficiency.  The bill would allow the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore to postpone, for an interim period, the automatic termination of the Minority and Women’s Business Programs. The bill changes the automatic expiration date in Art. 5, Sec. 28-5 of the City Code from August 31, 2020 to December 31, 2020.

There are no legal impediments to passage of this bill, therefore, the Law Department approves the bill for form and legal sufficiency.
