Major Issues Discussed


1. Chairwoman Middleton called the hearing to order, read the bill title and purpose, and introduced the committee members in attendance.
2. The Department of Public Works gave its report and presentation on the bill.
3. Chairwoman Middleton opened the floor to questions from the committee.  Topics included:
a. The need to list additional collaborative partners such as Baltimore City Public Schools.
i. DPW clarified that they did work with BCPS but neglected to list them in their presentation.
b. The need to highlight features like DPW’s water and wastewater apprenticeship in their report to the state.
c. The expansion of the small hauler program which would include:
i. Digital payments linked to permits.
ii. Issues with tracking and abuse of the program.
iii. Expansion of sites – currently being explored.
d. The illegal dumping of tires
i. Tires around the city are being dumped illegally.
ii. These may be coming from shops and businesses that are not disposing of tires properly or reporting their inventory of tires properly.
iii. Enforcement and reporting are persistent issues.
iv. Issues with the reporting structure of the consumer protection law that mandates reporting to the city of tires at these shops.
e. How to make sure apartment buildings are providing recycling options.
i. DPW referenced economic issues with recycling and said that this may need to be legislated.
f. Composting Education
g. Demolition waste
h. Electronics recycling
i. Street sweeping
