           The Law Department has reviewed City Council Bill 20-0250R for form and legal sufficiency.  This resolution is for the purpose of   requesting that the Mayor provide temporary Department of Public Works employees who perform similar work to solid waste workers with an immediate $4 per hour raise, at a minimum. It also calls on the Mayor and union officials to re-negotiate the contracts of those permanent Department of Public Works employees to include a $4 per hour raise, at a minimum. 

          In general, a City Council resolution is “an expression of opinion or mind concerning some particular item of business coming within the legislative body’s official cognizance.”  Inlet Assocs. v. Assateague House Condominium Assoc., 545 A.2d 1296, 1303 (Md. 1988) (quoting McQuillin Mun. Corp. § 15:2 (3rd Ed.)).  Council Bill 20-0250R is an appropriate resolution to express the Council’s concerns about this particular situation and  to request that appropriate officials appear to discuss implementation efforts. 

          The Law Department approves Council Bill 20-0250R for form and legal sufficiency as it is a valid method of conveying City Council’s thoughts and ideas regarding this matter.
