Baltimore City Office of Information and Technology (BCIT) has completed its review of 

CCB 22-0205 Vacant Structures – Emergency Response Fee. The purpose of this bill is to 

establish a fee structure for emergency services from the Baltimore City Fire Department 

rendered at vacant structures.
