SECTION 1. BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE, That the

Laws of Baltimore City read as follows:

Article 32. Zoning
Title 5. Applications and Authorizations
Subtitle 5. Legislative Authorizations
§ 5-507. Action by City Council.
(a) Committee hearing.
(1) The bill must be considered at a public hearing of a committee of the City

Councill, to be held within 90 days of the introduction]. Notice of the public
hearing must be given in accordance with Title 5, Subtitle 6 {“Notices”}.
