RE: Council Bill 20-0534, “Sale of Property—5001 Reisterstown Road a/k/a Langston Hughes Elementary School”


As requested, the Department of Real Estate has reviewed Council Bill 20-0534 introduced by the Council President at the request of the Department of Real Estate.  The purpose of this bill is to authorize the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore to sell, at either public or private sale, all of its interest in certain property known as 5001 Reisterstown Road a/k/a Langston Hughes Elementary Scholl (Block 4596, Lot 001) and which is no longer needed for public use.

The former Langston Hughes Elementary School contains approximately 40,820 square feet of space situated on 2.53 acres of land was surplused by the State and the City. The property is currently occupied by YOUTH EDUCATIONAL SERVICES, INC. (Y.E.S.).
Y.E.S. operates a community center which contains a Library, food pantry, computer lab and several youth and adult training programs. YES has been successful in obtaining $500,000 in State bonding funding and upon obtaining site control additional fund from other sources can be obtained.

The Department of Real Estate supports the passage of this bill.
