Dear President and City Council Members:

The Law Department with the Department of Legislative Reference drafted the attached amendment for Councilwoman Clarke to resolve a concern that was raised at the July 9, 2020 public hearing of the above bill before the Equity Committee.  The attached amendment is intended to establish that Baltimore City elected officials who take office on or after December 10, 2020 can serve no more than three consecutive 4-year terms in office.  The use of the phrase “on or after December 10, 2020” is intended to signal that any office holder elected to a 4-year term in 2020 is able to serve three consecutive 4-year terms in office before being term limited.  The use of the phrase also is intended to signal that any office holder elected to office in 2024 and in the years that follow is regulated by the same restriction.
