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Plan for 2020-2021 School Year

Purpose:

For the purpose of calling on representatives from the Baltimore City Public School System and other stakeholders to discuss plans for the start of the 2020-2021 school year amidst concerns over the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Background
Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Governor Larry Hogan issued a proclamation declaring a state of emergency.  Buildings for Baltimore City Public Schools were closed on March 16, 2019 for the remainder of the 2019-2020 school year.  School instruction was conducted remotely and continued until the end of the school year.

Plans are underway for restoring educational services to all students for the 2020-2021 school year.  Attached is a June 2020 Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE) report entitled “Maryland Together: Maryland’s Recovery Plan for Education” which offers guidance to local school boards to use for restoring, reconstructing and redesigning education in Maryland for the 2020-2021 school year.
In the MSDE report, on pages 5-13 in the section entitled Stage 2 Requirements for Opening Schools – Strategies for Reopening Process is a list of requirements mandated by Stage 2 of “Governor Hogan’s Roadmap for Recovery” (see attached).   Each local jurisdiction’s school plan for Stage 2 will be evaluated by the State Superintendent in concert with the Governor, the State Board of Education, the MD Department of Health and other MD agencies and personnel.
The Baltimore City Public Schools system is in the process of developing its Local Recovery Plan for the 2020-2021 school year which must be posted to their website by August 14, 2020. 
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
