Major Issues Discussed

1.   Councilmember Ryan Dorsey convened the hearing, introduced committee members and Maryland State representatives, welcomed attendees and stated the purpose for the hearing.
2.  Mr. Kevin Quinn gave a presentation (Winter Service Change Proposal) about reductions to the State’s Transportation Trust Fund and operating budget and the impact on transit services.  Due to COVID-19, the Maryland Department of Transportation (MDOT) had to reduce its total operating budget by a total of $70 million. Mass Transit Administration’s (MTA) operations budget is being reduced by $43 million.
3.   Committee members asked Mr. Quinn questions about the methodology used to analyze ridership for changes to MTA services.  Mr. Tom Hewitt provided information about the methodology that was used to analyze ridership data and configure service changes.  Ms. Holly Arnold provided information about capital budget and operating budget cuts across all programs within MDOT. Mr. Brian O’Malley asked about decisions to cut core bus route services; demographics of the ridership of commuter bus service; and cuts to other modal transportation administrations (i.e. Port, rail, etc.).  Maryland Department of Transportation (MDOT) will hold ten (10) virtual public hearings between October 5, 2020 – October 16, 2020.
