Legislative Matter 20-0087 is for the purpose of holding a public hearing to learn more about the use of restorative practices.  It is the aim of school administrators to incorporate successful discipline techniques to help create and maintain a safe, orderly, and positive learning environment.  Discipline policies and strategies aim to develop self-discipline, prevent and correct misbehavior and remediate and respond to serious and chronic behavior problems.  Some strategies used to manage misbehavior include punitive and reactive measures, as well as, positive and proactive, restorative measures.  Restorative practices focus on early prevention by cultivating interpersonal skills in students and teachers.  Restorative practices can reduce the need for and consequences of harsh punitive measures.
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
