11 SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE, That the
12 Laws of Baltimore City read as follows:

3 (1) FOLLOWING THE CLOSURE OR SALE OF A RETAIL GOODS ESTABLISHMENT WITH

4 ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE SALES, BUT BEFORE THE ESTABLISHMENT MAY REOPEN OR A

5 NEW ESTABLISHMENT WITH ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE SALES OPENS IN THE SAME

6 LOCATION, THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING MUST:

7 (I) REVIEW THE LOCATION’S ZONING DESIGNATION;

8 (II) EVALUATE THE LOCATION’S IMPACT ON THE PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY, AND

15 (D) REVIEW REQUIRED.

16 (1) FOLLOWING THE CLOSURE OR SALE OF A TAVERN, BUT BEFORE THE ESTABLISHMENT

17 MAY REOPEN OR A NEW ESTABLISHMENT WITH ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE SALES OPENS IN

18 THE SAME LOCATION, THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING MUST:

19 (I) REVIEW THE LOCATION’S ZONING DESIGNATION;

20 (II) EVALUATE THE LOCATION’S IMPACT ON THE PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY, AND

21 WELFARE; AND

22 (III) REPORT ITS FINDINGS TO THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL.
