· Does the Department of Audits give the agency head(s) the opportunity to review and/or respond to your findings before the report is issued?  Answer:  Audits gives each agency head two (2) weeks to respond before issuing their findings.
· Does Audits give the Finance Director the opportunity to review the financial audit findings?
5. Request by Board Member
· After the approval of the Board of Estimates; would like copies of the audits to be sent to the Inspector General’s Office.
